First time shooting with Super 8?  Here are some tips:

1- Film needs light. It's very unlikely that you can shoot your film at night, or indoors without added additional light and get a good image. unlike video, film needs enough light to get a picture. unless you're shooting outdoors during the day, consider getting one of these


. they're about 10 bucks and will take care of pretty much any lighting situation you need.
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1a - if your camera has a red bar in the viewfinder, it's likely telling you, that you don't have enough light.

1b - if you're shooting outdoors, flip the switch on the camera to the sun filter. if your shooting indoors, flip to the light symbol. this is to make sure the color looks more correct. this will make sense when you look at the switches on a camera.

2- cameras don't auto focus, so make sure you use the ring on the front (the one that doesn't zoom). use a tape measure, and you're sure not to fail. likely anything 3 ft or closer will be out of focus (unless you know how to use a macro ring).

this is really important if you're shooting titles. either write them big and zoom in from over 3 feet away to focus. or make sure you know how to use macro. shooting titles out of focus, is one of the most common things in One Take Super 8 Event (unless you want them blurry)

3- each reel is 50ft long, which is 200 seconds played at 18 frames per second (normal for super 8). You can use the footage meter on the camera to help you time your film. 5ft=20 seconds.

4- you'll know you're finished shooting your film when you hear the camera make a faster whirring noise. you can remove the cartridge and where the film is it will read 'EXPOSED' on the filmstrip. you'll know you've shot all you can at that point. if you don't see 'EXPOSED' you have more film to shoot. WARNING - if you take the cartridge out of the camera while shooting, it resets the footage meter to zero.
